Don't forget
toinstall the door brace
above the door opening
for maximum stability.

FLOORS & POST CAPS
Add Floors and Post Caps to finish.

Post Caps Style:

Post Caps can be set tight against
the top or they can rest higher. It
depends how far the post comes off
the top of the walls.

We recommend 7" for the space
under the bottom of walls to
ground. NOTE: If you are in a windy
area you may want to nail the post
caps down.
